


Bradford White Announces Flammable
Vapor Ignition Resistance Code Change

The effective date of the second phase of the
Flammable Vapor Ignition Resistance (FVIR) standard is
July 1, 2006. After this date, all power vented water
heaters with a capacity of 30, 40 or 50 gallons and inputs
of 75,000 BTUh or less must comply with ANSI Z21.10.1
FVIR requirements.

After July 1,2006, the following Bradford White models
will employ the Defender Safety System technology to
meet the FVIR standard:

ALL TTW1 Models
TTW2 50 and 65 gallon models
M2-CTW50T (CombiCor TTW)

TW3-50S, TW4-50S, TW3-65S, and TW4-65S 
(Light Duty Commercial Models)

All other power vented models are not affected until the
implementation of the third phase of FVIR.

The price increase to incorporate the Defender Safety
System technology to the above models will add
approximately $100 to the cost of the affected models.

New Jersey Residential 
New Construction Demographics 
Re-Development is the Majority

In 2005, redevelopment accounted for more than 50-

percent of all housing starts in NJ. Based on the Municipal

US Census Bureau 2005 Building Permit data,

redevelopment projects accounted for more than 20,000

units. This is an estimated 51-percent of the 38,481 permits

issued in NJ in 2005.
There are many types of redevelopment projects including

high-density, high-rise condominiums, age-restricted

townhouses, converted industrial loft apartments, and

residential tear-down properties.
Many projects are on remediated Brownfield sites; others

are on greyfield sites (abandoned shopping centers and

other properties that do not have environmental clean-up

costs).
The older, more established metropolitan counties of

Hudson, Essex, and Bergen led the state with 28% of all

residential activity.
While most redevelopment is done in Northeast New

Jersey, it is taking place statewide.
The Jersey Shore from Perth Amboy to Wildwood is

seeing resurgence in redevelopment construction, with

many units in the planning process.
Thousands of housing units are in various stages of the

construction process in Perth Amboy, South Amboy, Asbury

Park, Long Branch, and Wildwood. The shore area is also

going through a renaissance in residential teardown and re-

builds, as many New Jerseyians stay close to home and

retire or buy vacation properties near the beach, and build

houses that suit their individual lifestyles.

With the state mandated Smart-Growth Program and the

lack of available open building space in NJ, redevelopment

is more than just a trend. Redevelopment will continue to be

the predominant construction method for new building for

years to come.
